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1 Overview

Universal Connector for PeopleSoft Process Scheduler (UPPS) controls background processing within a PeopleSoft system
either from a command line or from a Universal Controller task. The command line interface allows any computer (and
therefore any scheduling tool) on the network to manage PeopleSoft Process Scheduler background processing tasks via the
local command line.

Command Line Interface

You indicate to Universal Connector for PeopleSoft which PeopleSoft system to connect to and what background processing
tasks to perform. Universal Connector for PeopleSoft connects to the PeopleSoft system and processes your request.

Universal Connector for PeopleSoft uses the PeopleTools web service APIs to enable seamless integration with the PeopleSoft
Process Scheduler.

The following diagram outlines how Universal Connector for PeopleSoft integrates with PeopleTools. In this diagram Universal
Connector for PeopleSoft performs the role of the "Client Application” to interact with the ProcessRequest service in order to
manage scheduling activities for processes, jobs, and jobSets in the PeopleSoft Process Scheduler.
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1.1 Functionality
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Universal Connector for PeopleSoft provides the functionality to integrate SAP systems into both local administrative tools and

enterprise system management infrastructures.
Specifically, Universal Connector for PeopleSoft allows you to:

Schedule processes, jobs, and jobSets
Start processes, jobs, and jobSets
Monitor processes, jobs, and jobSets

Return output associated with completed or failed processes, jobs, and jobSets

Hold processes, jobs, and jobSets

Cancel processes, jobs, and jobSets

Restart processes, jobs, and jobSets

Delete processes, jobs, and jobSets

Display various process request information

Display Job and JobSet schedule information

Display process parameters

Display output produced by processes

Display server constraint information

Display various Process Scheduler prompt information

4.1 PeopleSoft PROCESSREQUEST Web Service

The Universal Connector for PeopleSoft Process Scheduler (UPPS) relies on the functionality of the PROCESSREQUEST web
service provided by the PeopleSoft Integration Broker.

If the service is not already available on the Integration Broker, it will have to be provided before UPPS will be able carry out its
functionality for that system. If necessary, the Provide Web Service Wizard of the PeopleSoft Integration Broker can easily
perform the tasks required to make the PROCESSREQUEST service available.

The wizard can be opened by going to:
PeopleTools->Integration Broker->Web Services->Provide Web Services

All service operations of the PROCESSREQUEST web service should be enabled.

Refer to PeopleSoft documentation for details of using the Provide Web Service Wizard.

4.2 Communicating with PeopleSoft Web Services

UPPS requires specific connection information to communicate with the web services offered by the PeopleSoft Integration
Broker. The required UPPS configuration options are described in the HOST Options section of this documentation.

This section describes where to look in the PeopleSoft system to find the values needed for those configuration options.

The main value required for communicating with the PeopleSoft web services is specified in the the ENDPOINT configuration
option. This value is the path to the web service on the Integration Broker.

The value defined for a specific PeopleSoft system can be obtained by going to:
PeopleTools->Integration Broker->Configuration->Service Configuration

From there, click on the Setup Target Locations link, which will provide a dialog containing a Web Service Target Locations
section. This section specifies the HTTP and HTTPS endpoints used by the Integration Broker for web services.

Typical target locations will look similar to the following:

Target Location http://qapsft.stone.branch:8000/PSIGW/PeopleSoftServiceListeningConnector/PSFT_HR

Secure Target Location https://qapsft.stone.branch:8443/PSIGW/PeopleSoftServiceListeningConnector/PSFT_HR

Given the Secure Target Location above, the connection portion of a UPPS command line would look like this:

5.1 Introduction

5.2 Usage

Universal Connector for PeopleSoft for UNIX executes as a command line application.

Each command line execution contains:

1. Universal Connector for PeopleSoft command (and argument).
2. Configuration options associated with that command.
3. Configuration options (required and optional) not associated with any specific command.

Each execution of Universal Connector for PeopleSoft performs an operation specified by the command. The configuration
options describe information / actions for that operation.

5.3 Command Line Syntax

The names enclosed in {BRACES} (for example, CANCEL) identify command groups. For each execution of upps, a single
command is specified from one of these groups. One or more configuration options associated with each command also can
be used to specify additional information / actions for the execution. See Universal Connector for PeopleSoft Commands for
detailed information on the commands, and their associated configuration options, in each command group.

The names not enclosed in {BRACES} or [BRACKETS], HOST and USER, identify categories of configuration options that are
associated with program execution and from which one or more configuration options are required. The names enclosed in
[BRACKETS] (for example, COMMAND FILE} identify categories of configuration options that are associated with program
execution and from which options are not required. See Universal Connector for PeopleSoft Configuration Options for Program
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Execution for detailed information on configuration options associated with program execution, not with one or more
commands.

The Command-Specific Options are configuration options associated with one more more Commands and which are not
required.

The UNV6856I message will be printed whenever an error occurs performing the web service request.

The message will print the PeopleSoft message ID, which can be used to form the list of message ids to retry on.
